INSTALLATION
Plug the power cable into the wall outlet after completing installation.

When installing on a shelf
Install in a stable place, being careful of the following points.

Note
« Do not place on top of steel or other metal plates.
« Do not cover with a cloth, etc.

a When hanging the unit on the wall
(Except for U.S.A. and Canada model)

! Install screw (commercially ava ilable) into a solid wall or wall support as shown in the
illustration. Use 3.5 to 4 mm (1/8") diameter self-tapping screw.
+ Hang the unit by its keyhole slot onto the protruding screw.

Note

Make sure the shaft of the screw is seated in the narrow part of the keyhole slot. Otherwise, the
unit may fall.

Do not mount the unit on thin plywood or on a wall with a soft surface material. Otherwise, the
screw may pull out of the surface and the unit may fall, possibly damaging the unit or causing
personal injury.

Do not affix the unit to a wall using nails, adhesives, or unstable hardware. Long-term use and
vibration may cause the unit to fall.

To avoid accidents resulting from tripping over loose cables (such as a power cable), affix the
cables to the wall.

When using the brackets to mount the unit on a wall / ceiling, please use safety wire (not
included) between the unit and the bracket to prevent the unit from falling.

If you are not sure of a safe way to install the unit, consult a professional installer or a building
contractor.

b To mount the unit to a wall mount hanger

The unit can be mounted to the wall using a commercially available wall mount hanger. Use the wall
mount hanger hole on the rear panel to mount.

Use a wall mount hanger that is compatible for a unified coarse screw, such as those used for the
tripod stand of a camera.

Note

If using a wall mount hanger, use the one compatible for this unit.

Use the wall mount hanger whose withstand load capacity is over 4.5 kg (10 Ibs.).

Follow the instructions in the owner’s manual of the wall mount hanger and mount the unit correctly.
If you mount the unit incorrectly or use a wall mount hanger that is not compatible for the unit, the
unit may fall and cause injury.

Check the safety after mounting the unit. Yamaha is not responsible for any accidents which may be
caused due to an incorrect installation position or incorrect installation methods, or for any malfunction
of the wall mount hanger. If you are worried about the safety, ask a professional to install.

! Plug the power cable into the wall outlet.
+ Tap A (power)/CONNECT.

E CONNECTING TO THE NETWORK

For details on Internet connection, refer to the owner's manuals of your connecting devices.
Some security software installed on your PC or the firewall settings of connecting devices (such
as a router) may block the access of the unit to the connecting devices or the Internet. In this
case, change the setting of the security software or connecting devices.

If you connect the unit to the network with a network cable, connect with a commercially available
STP (shielded twisted pair) network cable (straight, CAT-5 or higher).

Using the MusicCast CONTROLLER app, make sure that the unit and other connecting devices
are connected to the same router.

! Start the app.

After the app starts, select “Setup.”

Turn on the unit.

The power indicator lights.

# Touch and hold the A (power)/CONNECT on th e unit for 5 seconds.
The Wi-Fi and the Bluetooth indicators flash quickly.

# Select “This Phone” or “This Tablet” in the MusicCast CONTROLLER screen.
The displayed name differs depending on the mobile device being used.

$ Inthe MusicCast CONTROLLER screen, select the music file to be played back.
Playing/pausing and adjusting the volume can also be performed from the unit.

Pour éviter que les vibrations provoquées par le son n'atteignent le mur, fixez les patins anti-
vibrations sur le dos de I'appareil (4 emplacements).

Branchez le cable d'alimentation a la prise murale quand l'installation est terminée.

Installez cet appareil & un emplacement stable, en vérifiant les points suivants.

» Ne posez pas cet appareil sur de I'acier ou d’autres plaques métalliques.
« Ne recouvrez pas cet appareil d'un tissu, etc.

a Montage sur un mur (sauf modéle pour les Etats-Unis et le Canada)

! Fixez une vis (disponible dans le commerce ) de la maniere illustrée sur un mur ou un
support mural solide. Utilisez une vis au  totaraudeuse de 3,5 a 4 mm de diamétre.
Accrochez I'appareil en insérant son orifice dans la téte de la vis.

Vérifiez que la tige de la vis s'insére bien dans la section étroite de I'orifice, faute de quoi
I'appareil risque de tomber.

Ne montez pas I'appareil sur du contre-plaqué fin ou sur un mur composé d’'un matériau non
résistant. La vis pourrait en effet ressortir de la surface et I'appareil pourrait tomber, ce qui
risquerait d’endommager I'appareil ou d’entrainer des blessures corporelles.
